Close reading is the careful, sustained interpretation of a text. Such reading emphasizes the particular over the general, paying close attention to the implications of individual words, elements of literature, connections within the text, and the order in which sentences and ideas unfold as they are read.
Strategies for close reading: 

· quality of attention—read in a quiet, non-distracting setting
· define terms

· note taking—focus on dominant subjects and recurring elements of literature
· connections between themes and, for example, motifs, character actions, and dialog
· inferences—drawing conclusions based on evidence and reasoning
· context clues—considering the sometimes subtle factors of setting, circumstance, previous action, characters’ gestures, etc. 
· re-read
