ISP Reports Debrief
· A subject is what a text is about (e.g., love, the resurgence of childhood diseases, the political implications of damming a river).
· A subtopic is a category within a subject (e.g., the Greeks identified at least six kinds of love; California is seeing the worst measles outbreak in several decades; the Colorado River no longer reaches the sea). 

· A theme is what an author is saying or implying about a subject (e.g., without love, life can seem dissatisfying or purposeless; parents should vaccinate their babies; water, while considered a resource, should belong equally to everyone). 
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
