Literature Circles Meeting One
Remember to augment your reading notes during your discussion. 
 
1. Clarify confusions from the week’s reading. 
2. Analytical discussion drawing from the questions you have brought in. 
3. Mr. Nelson’s guided analysis:

a. Describe the setting (time and place) of the novel. 

b. Describe the atmosphere (the mood associated with the setting), and find a direct quote to illustrate your description. 

c. Who is the protagonist, and what challenges him or her? 

d. What is a significant implicit theme that is starting to emerge from the conflict you’ve identified? Support your answer with evidence from the text. 

e. Select a dominant element of literature from the week’s reading—paradox, irony, motif, symbol, etc.—and explain what the author achieves through its employment. 
4. Share your journal prompts then each student will select one from the pool. If time permits, the writing of the journal can be done in class. 
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
