Literature Circles Meeting Two
Remember to augment your reading notes during your discussion. 
 
1. Clarify confusions from the week’s reading. 
2. Analytical discussion drawing from the questions you have brought in. 
3. Mr. Nelson’s guided analysis:

a. How has the conflict you tracked in week one developed? What further complications have arisen?  

b. Identify a subject in your novel then write two statements of theme for this subject; support each statement with a direct quote.  

c. As you approach the climax of the plot, what do you expect will become of the protagonist’s conflict? 

d. Describe a scene or conversation in which something goes against your expectations (situational irony). What does the irony signify?

e. Last week you selected a dominant element of literature from the week’s reading. How has this element been employed this week? What insights about character or theme does it lead you toward? Support your ideas with examples from the text.  
4. Share your journal prompts then each student will select one from the pool. If time permits, the writing of the journal can be done in class.
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
