Reading Journals:

One aspect of your writer’s portfolio will be reading journals, an opportunity for you to bring the ideas of a text into your personal circumstances. These journal entries should communicate a complete idea, perhaps a brief essay or anecdote, a full, hand-written page minimum. 

The sharing of journals will be treated as formal presentations. At any point on or after the completion date of that week’s reading, you may be asked to share a journal entry. You will not memorize your journal entry presentation; you will have your papers with you and read from them. Here are some important qualities to emphasize: 

· Speech is audible (loud enough)

· Pace is neither too fast nor too slow

· Tone of speech matches the content and is appropriate for the given audience

· Speaker has poise and composure, is not fidgety 

· Speaker engagingly communicates to the audience
