3. What is unique about Dr. Castel and his wife? 
4. In Rieux’s judgment of Paneloux, he says that because the Father hasn’t had experiences with death, he can speak with such confidence about The Truth. What are the implications of this? 

5. Rieux is an ethical man, but he claims to be fighting against creation—against God. How do you make sense of his complexities? 

6. Why is there a warning against overemphasizing the goodwill of the people who help combat the plague? (See 131; 124, red.)

7. Monsieur Othon says on 145 (137, red) that “the ways of Providence were inscrutable.” What does he mean? And why does Tarrou call him “Enemy Number One”?

8. Re-read 162–163 (153–154, red). Summarize Rambert’s, Rieux’s, and Tarrou’s ideas about courage, love, and Man. 

9. What is the ironic turn at the end of Part Two?
