thesis: The proposition to be proved; the primary unifying idea. A thesis statement is usually one sentence (but it can be longer if necessary). and it is usually placed near the beginning of an essay.

An effective thesis has these three qualities: (1) it is insightful, not obvious; (2) it is defensible; i.e., it requires analysis to prove it and is not merely a statement of fact; and (3) it is worded with precision and concision. 

Revise the following thesis statements to ensure that the three qualities are present and effective: 

1. Chronicle of a Death Foretold shows the differences between man and woman based on virginity, prostitution, and masculinity and femininity. 

2. Garcia Marquez’s rich descriptions of visions, odd happenings, and dreams are all presented as usual day-to-day occurrences. 

3. In Gabriel Garcia Marquez’s Chronicle of a Death Foretold, a woman’s virginity until marriage being so sacred in this culture as well as a man’s masculinity and honor, are some relationships between men and women throughout the novella. 
4. The character of Divina Flor presents another level of complexity to the Chronicle of a Death Foretold and illustrates why her presence is needed and shapes a character that is conflicted with her affection and dislike for Santiago Nasar.
