Three Levels of Questioning

Level One: Requires an understanding of explicit aspects of a text:

· e.g., How old is Bahloul when his father abandons him?

Level Two: Requires understanding and analysis of implicit aspects of a text: 

· e.g., Why doesn’t Bahloul tell his father that he is his son?

· Generally, level-two questions are best for class discussion. 

Level Three: Requires understanding and analysis of implicit aspects of a text, while also moving beyond the text:

· e.g., In what ways are Bahloul’s behaviors typical or atypical of men in Morocco?
